SimChart case studies present patients in an unfolding scenario, where you retrieve and
document information about the patient, then answer related quiz questions at the end of each
phase. If you are using the SimChart case studies integrated with Sherpath, the content and

Your institution may have it hosted on
their LMS or on the Evolve LMS.
